Description

agreement for the purchase of the Central High School building by Lackawanna College
from the Scranton School District. This Lackawanna College sponsored scholarship is
awarded annually to two incoming freshman from Scranton High School and two
incoming freshman from West Scranton High School.

Criteria

Scholarships are awarded annually to the four graduating Scranton School District
students (two from Scranton High School and two from West Scranton High School) who
exemplify outstanding high school academic performance. Consideration for these
awards also includes participation in both extracurricular and community service
activities.

Award

The amount of the award is each student’s full tuition balance after financial aid (grants
only) has been applied to the student’s account. This scholarship is limited to two
academic years.

Application Procedure

Student must submit the application to the Lackawanna College Admissions Office along
with required materials by the application deadline. Selected students will be notified
shortly after the deadline.
