He continued with his education at the University of Scranton and received a Bachelor’s
Degree. Betty Welby was a long time member, volunteer, and employee of St. Ann’s Basilica Parish in West Scranton.
Mr. & Mrs. Welby were survived by 13 children. This scholarship is awarded annually to a deserving full-time freshman
in financial need. Preference will be given to a member of Scranton’s St. Ann’s Basilica Parish or a graduate of West
Scranton High School.

Criteria

The recipient of the Betty & Jim Welby Memorial Scholarship must show financial need and/or be a member of St. Ann’s
Parish in Scranton and/or a graduate of West Scranton High School.

Award

The amount of the award is $500 ($250 per semester) toward the tuition balance after financial aid (grants only) has been
applied to the student’s account.

Student must submit the application to the Lackawanna College Admissions Office along with required materials by the
application deadline. Selected students will be notified shortly after the deadline.
